how long have you owned bit of britain?  
I purchased the store in 1991. At that time it was a small race-
track tack shop and I ran with it from there.
so, do you ride?  I grew up riding jumpers and then moved 
on to racehorses for 15 years. Off and on for the last six years I 
have been trying my hand at eventing. 
What are your goals?  To keep my horse in the dressage 
ring, my children in school, and my life balanced.
do you have any pets?  My horse, a cat for my daughter, 
and I’m getting a cardigan welsh corgi in the marriage.
Favorite moments in life?  Becoming a father, my first and 
only stakes win while training racehorses, and the moment all 
the products are packed up and back in the truck after Rolex! 
how long have you been sponsoring the sport of 
eventing?  Almost 17 years now. I think this is my 16th year at 
the Rolex Kentucky Three-Day Event, and we’ve been a spon-
sor there for about eight years or so. My first sponsorship was 
the Fair Hill Equestrian Events in 1992, and we’re still a sponsor 
there, as well as at over 50 events across the Nation. This year 
we’ve become the title sponsor for the USEA’s American 
Eventing Championships.
When many companies are cutting corporate sponsor-
ships, you are stepping up and sponsoring one of the 
biggest events in eventing. What made you do it?  First, 
I need to say that I would not be able to do it if eventers did 
not support our business. We’ve tried to cater to eventers 
since I started in 1991, and my mantra has always been that 
you need to give back to those who help you along the way. I 
don’t believe you can just take, take, take and never give back 
to the folks who’ve been good to you. We need their business 
in order to be able to sponsor events like the AECs.

You have a wholesale business that sponsors the UseA 
Gold Cup series also, correct?  Yes, Nunn Finer has been 
a sponsor of the Gold Cup Series for several years, as well as 
sponsoring more than ten riders nationwide. Nunn Finer also 
sponsors over 100 free coursewalks every year.
i see you have several websites. how has the internet 
changed your initial business plan?  What business plan? 
I find the harder I work, the luckier I get. Over the last few 
years we have built Tackoftheday.com, which sells two deeply 
discounted items per day. That has been highly successful. 
Horseyclothes.com sells horse clothes as well as people 
clothes and brings great quality goods at a nice price to one 
site, and HorseFroogle.com brings over 10,000 equine items 
at the lowest prices available with a capped rate on shipping 
charges. It’s been a challenge to develop all these outlets but 
with the current economy struggling I feel it’s 
a blessing we had the intuition to keep ahead of the curve.
Who is your mentor?  Too many to name. I have taken little 
pieces from everyone in my life, put them together, and tried 
to make something of them. I think everyone has something 
to contribute.
What’s your favorite part of your business?  That’s an 
easy one for me, it’s both product development and marketing. 
I find them both challenging and fun at the same time. I also 
get to travel quite a bit with the product development side of 
the business and I enjoy that as well.
thanks for talking with us and best of luck to you and 
Bit of Britain along with all of your websites. Thanks 
for having me.
